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Crew Chief #43 Cheerios/Betty Crocker Dodge
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Doug Randolph has worked in motorsports for 23 years and brings superior knowledge and experience to Petty Enterprises.  In August of 2007 Randolph was appointed the crew chief for 2000 Nextel Cup champion Bobby Labonte.  Randolph is known as a successful leader in the sport.  It is that leadership that Petty Enterprises hopes will bring the ‘famed’ #43 Cheerios/Betty Crocker Dodge to victory lane.
Randolph first began working in motorsports in 1984 for L.D. Ottinger’s Busch Series team. It was during those same years that he attended the University of Tennessee, from which he graduated in 1988 with a Bachelor of Science degree in wildlife and fisheries biology.  A few years after his graduation Randolph made the decision to move to North Carolina.  It is there where he could further his career in motorsports.  It didn’t take long to find opportunities.

He began working with Junior Johnson’s Cup team driven by Sterling Marlin.  Randolph was an asset to the team, but moving up the ladder was important.  He was offered a position with Larry Hedrick Motorsports and continued to climb up the stock car ranks.  He remained at Hedrick until 1998 before making his next move.
Randolph made an impact at Bill Davis Racing. He spent one season as car chief for Ward Burton before being promoted to crew chief for Dave Blaney for the last 16 races of the 2000 season. He remained in that position for the 2001 season, during which he helped Blaney to six top-10 finishes.  In 2002, Randolph moved to Chip Ganassi Racing where he was crew chief for Jimmy Spencer.  He produced six top-10 and two top-five finishes. 
The 2003 season brought a change of pace for Randolph. Randolph took a break from the Cup Series and worked as a crew chief in the Busch Series.  He led Scott Riggs to two wins and numerous top finishes.  Randolph, however, knew that he wanted to make his mark back in the Nextel Cup Series.
He joined M2B Motorsports, but stayed with Riggs in the crew chief position in 2004.  Randolph began the 2005 season in the same role, but was promoted midway through the season to Race Coordinator and Driver Development Manager at M2B. In that position Randolph used his knowledge and experience to lead 20-year-old sprint car racer Kinser to a pair of strong performances in the 2005 ARCA RE/MAX Series.  Randolph had built a reputation of a respected leader.
Randolph was a leader at the new Ginn Racing (formerly MB2) in 2006.  He was called upon to be the crew chief for Sterling Marlin.  He spent 15 races of the 2006 season calling the shots for Marlin.  He was then placed in charge of developing the new Ginn Racing Busch Series program.  Randolph’s leadership helped young driver Regan Smith develop in a Nextel Cup driver.

Today, Randolph takes his leadership skills to a new team, Petty Enterprises.  His leadership skills will be put to the test as the crew chief on the #43 Cheerios/Betty Crocker Dodge.  The most famous car in stock car racing, Randolph will be in charge of putting Labonte and the team back in victory lane.  His expertise makes everyone confident the team will be there soon.
